These figures are from a new analysis by GMB, Britain’s general union, of the recently published Table 14.7a of the 2007 Annual Survey of Hours and Earnings by the Office of National Statistics. These are the most recent figures from the survey in April 2007. GMB’s analysis ranks the average gross annual pay for full time men and women workers from the highest to the lowest paid occupation and expresses the pay in each occupation as a percentage of the average annual pay of full time men and women in UK.
